- environmental activism as a challenge and opportunities
The second issue «The New Decade: Strategic Perspectives from Different Corners of the World»
will be dedicated to such problems, as:
—the Russian, Chinese and American discourses on rivalry, cooperation, confrontation, and
strategic stability
— the impact of small states on global trends
- the prospects for non-state actors in world affairs

- uncertainty as the new norm of world affairs

Opportunities» will be looking at the following issues:
- techno-economic platforms and blocks as phenomenon



- political and economic consequences of digitalization
- national sovereignty: challenges and opportunities
